Re:  Mountain Caribou Recovery

It was nice to meet you at last week’s celebration for Government’s Recovery Strategy for Mountain Caribou, and to briefly discuss management of snowmobiling.

On behalf of BC Nature I would like to extend our thanks to the BC Government for adopting a strong Recovery Strategy for Mountain Caribou.  Recovery for these wide ranging herds will not be easy and it is good that conservation interests will be represented on the Recovery Implementation Groups.

Recovery for Mountain Caribou herds is complex, and BC Nature does have a specific concern with the Recovery Strategy for the Monashee Herd.  Our understanding is that it would not be costly to ensure better conditions for that small herd, as the key land habitat has already been set aside.   Therefore, I have written a separate letter on management of that herd, addressed to your staff, in hopes that these suggestions will be considered.
